Creative Project – Earn Up to a Total of 500 Extra Credit Points – Due June 1 at Midnight So that it Might be Published
This must be new, original work (not something you have already written and turned in somewhere). It must be of final draft quality. The more effort and skill you demonstrate, the more points you earn. 
Here are some ideas:
Write the first 3,000+ words of an original novel written in the style of a famous author, preferably one of literary merit, like Joseph Conrad, Jane Austen, Tom Stoppard, William Shakespeare or Homer. Choose a style that is thematically fitting, either directly or ironically. For example, write a frame-story about a frame-storyteller named Josef from the perspective of someone who has amnesia and is perhaps also blind and is trying to piece together his life. 

Write the first 4,000+ words of an original novel with no guidelines other than those typical of novel-writing. 

Write a one-act play inspired by a single event in your life. 

Write a two-act play inspired by another two-act play you have either read or seen. 

Write a sitcom pilot or spec sitcom script or teleplay or screenplay with allegorical elements. 

Write a sitcom pilot or spec sitcom script or teleplay or screenplay with no allegorical elements. 

Craft the first five+ pages of a graphic novella. 

Write the first 5,000 words of your memoir. 

Write a scar story (the birth of one of your physical scars told from the perspective of the scar).

Write the first 3,000+ words of a biography of someone interesting whom you know personally. 
Write an academic song to help you and/or others remember a difficult academic concept.

Create an Xtranormal video that is highly original and has a discernible message. 

Create a digital story about anything you are burning to share with a wide audience. 

Make a 5-minute mock TV show or real movie or documentary or…

Write a collection of poems that are unified in some way. 

Write a semi-autobiographical epistolary.

Write a semi-biographical epistolary. 

Write an entirely fictional epistolary.

Write a 750+-word (MLA format) feminist, Marxist, Freudian, Postmodernist, Homer Simpsonian or other analysis of a play or novel you have read.
