PERSONAL DICTIONARY

PURPOSE:

To enhance English vocabulary and to increase self-reliance.

TASK:

Make a personal dictionary organized according to the eight parts of speech. 

The first section should include at least twelve sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one adjective. All adjectives should be underlined. You may refer to the list of polysyllabic adjectives for ideas. 

The second section should include at least eleven sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one noun. All nouns should be underlined. You may refer to word lists or to pictures for ideas.

The third section should include at least ten sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one verb. All verbs should be underlined. You may copy some, but not all, of the bank’s sentences.

The fourth section should include at least nine sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one adverb. All adverbs should be underlined. You may copy some, but not all, of the bank’s sentences.

The fifth section should include at least eight sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one preposition. All prepositions should be underlined. You may refer to class notes for ideas.

The sixth section should include at least seven sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one conjunction. All conjunctions should be underlined. You may refer to word lists and class notes for ideas.

The seventh section should include at least six sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one pronoun. All pronouns should be underlined. You may refer to life experience and to class notes for ideas.

The eighth section should include at least five sentences, and each sentence should contain at least one interjection. All interjections should be underlined. You may refer to life experience and to class notes for ideas.

GUIDELINES:

Write on both sides of the paper so your dictionary reads like a book.  

For the sentences, use only pencil, so mistakes may easily be erased. 

For the pictures, you may use crayons, colored pencils or magazine cut-outs. 
You may not use markers because they bleed through to the other side of the page. 

When you are done with a section, go back and double-check your work. Make sure your writing is neat and readable. Also, make certain that all underlined words are spelled correctly. 

To make the assignment even more challenging, go back and replace previously written monosyllabic words with polysyllabic synonyms.  
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
