Word Project
Ultimate Goal: 
Learn as many of the 200 Power Plus words as possible between now and the final exam.
Immediate Goal: 
Learn at least 20 of the words by April 23 (for the CST).
Strategies: 
Choose tasks that interest you, increasing your personal attachment to the words; and use the words in meaningful contexts, further increasing the likelihood that you will remember them.
Tasks: 
Create and take a test on 20 words of your choice from the list of 200. Use either the form of the literary terms test or any other of your choosing that serves the same purpose – sometime before Friday, April 26. 
Choose one of the projects from the list below and complete it by the start of class Friday, April 26.
· Read them aloud

· Rewrite their definitions in your own words

· Rewrite their definitions in your own words – in two languages

· Write a scene where five of them converse around a dinner table

· Write a scene where ten of them take a class together, a class which is taught by an eleventh

· Write a song (with one of them as the title) that uses three or more additional vocab words in context

· Write a letter to someone you’re mad at using two or more of them correctly in context

· Write a letter to someone you admire using three or more of them correctly in context

· Choose five new words and do the exercises in the vocab book that pertain to them

· Make an “I Have Who Has” game for some or all of them

· Make flashcards for some or all of them

· Organize the words in different ways: alphabetically; in order of the number of syllables; according to etymology – Greek, Latin, Norse…; words that have positive connotations alongside words that have negative connotations; words that are concrete alongside words that are abstract…

· Craft a board game that uses at least 20 of them in a way that helps the game’s players fathom the words’ definitions

· Write a comic strip whose characters and/or themes are the vocab words

· Paint a box and fill it with words and their meanings and objects that remind you of those meanings

· Compile a personal dictionary where you keep track of the words, their definitions (denotations and connotations), antonyms, synonyms, etymology and use

· Design an activity in quizlet, surveymonkey and/or other test- and activity-making site(s)

· Write a movie using xtranormal.com where the characters are named the words, or they discuss them, or…

· Design a PowerPoint or Prezi that uses or teaches some or all of the words

· Tell a digital story using photostory.com or other digital storytelling site that involves at least 10 of the words

· Write and illustrate a Dr. Seuss-esque book that uses at least 11 of the words

· Craft a puppet show that somehow teaches some or all of the words to kids (or adults)

· Design a new sport that requires knowledge of the definitions in order to do well

· Write a novella (< 40K words) or novel (> 40K words) that cleverly incorporates all 200 words
